Training at Tiggywinkles involves physical exertion, including bending and lifting heavy items e.g. bags of 
feed, bedding material and cleaning enclosures/handling animals in cages at different heights.  You 
sometimes need to be agile in order to avoid being injured by our patients, which are wild animals. 
 

We provide full training regarding how to respond and handle the wild animals in our care but this does 
not detract from the need to be agile in order to remain safe.   
 

Much of our work involves handling animals, feed and bedding, as well as chemical substances used to 
ensure our animal enclosures are kept clean.  Latex gloves are therefore worn by our volunteers in order 
to protect their hands.
